REQUIREMENTS FOR MANUFACTURED HOME PERMITS

Consists of one permit:  Structure with HVAC, Plumbing and Electrical.

Structure Permit                       $.12 per square foot or $100.00 minimum

Total fee will be $100.00 or greater, depending on square footage.

Should you have any questions regarding the application or permit please call our office at (478) 945-6563.

The Manufactured Home Dealer shall apply for all permits.  They shall provide our office with the following information:

· Copies of all licenses and contact information of the entities performing any work.  Including, but not limited to movers, setup, masonry, carpentry, landscaping, electrical, plumbing, well and septic.

· The dealerships’ license to operate in Georgia

· A performance bond in the amount of $5000.00 made payable to Twiggs County, which will be released upon issuance of Certificate of Occupancy 

· Floor Plans

· Contract listing work to be provided by the Manufactured Home Dealer and their affiliates 

Checklist for obtaining a permit: 

· Approved Site Plan Application

· An approved Plat

· Zoning approval for the type of structure being placed on the property

· An E-911 address, which will become the physical address.  This can be provided by Twiggs County EMA, (478) 945-6968

· Health Department approval for well and septic.  (478) 945-3351

· If installing a driveway on a state route, approval from the State DOT.  Contact Jack Bowers at (478) 757-2597

· If installing a driveway on a County Road, contact Danny Sanders at (478) 945-3877

· Contact the Power Company provider in your area for an Engineering assessment

Fees for all permits are collected when the application is submitted.

Inspections required:

1. Site Prep

2. Pier Footers (perimeter footers will be done at this time if necessary)

3. Anchoring

4. Electric

5. Gas

6. HVAC

7. Plumbing (Water & Sewer Lines.  Sewer line shall have a 2 way cleanout on the outside of the underpinning)

8. Final Mobile Home

**There will be a $25.00 re-inspection fee if work to be inspected is no completed when the inspector arrives.

All homes must be approved through final inspection and all recall fees paid prior to making utility releases (electric and gas) and issuing a Certificate of Occupancy.
